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EPHRATA ATRPORT REGULATIONS

General

These regulstions are intended mainly for the information of non-Boeing Club
Pilots so &5 to avoid confusion and recrimination. These requirements have been
expressly asked for by the Port of Ephrata and the FAA representatives at Ephrata
for all glider pilots operating here. Ttems 8, 9 and 10 are requested by the BESC
who are in charge of the flight operation. '

1. Ko cars areallowed on the ramp except when towing a2 glider trailer to the
hsnger, '

2. NO SMOKING in the hanger or on the remp near the fuel pumps or near fuelled
airplanes. No cooking stoves allowed in the hanger, '

3. Patterns to the ramp are defined by the diagram below. Either 02 or 20. Note,
there are 6 active runways so be slert for power traffic. No thermalling below
2500 feet MST, within 1 mile of the pattern.

4. Tiedown and parking, and teke-off and lending erias are defined by the disgram
below. _ - -

5. Under severe westerly crosswing conditions, L.H., pattern coincident with Runway

29 is permissible, with en option of landing on Runwey 29 or zcross the rImp.
Call flight service (FSS) if possible e lock carefully for power traffic.

6. Easterly component crosswinds require landing on the ramp in either the direction
of 02 or 20 dephding on the wind component, Watch carefully for power traffic
to either Rumway 11, 16 or 02.

7. Those aircraft equipped with redio on 123.6 mhz are requested to report to ths.
F35 on entering down-wind. If not, please call "Soaring Ground™ on 123.3 mhz
and they will inform the FSS.

8. To avoid confusion on the launch order, check with The Boeing Club Field
Mansger - it is up to the Field Manager to determine how he wants to handle
private ships vis-a-vis club ships behind the Boeing twoplane.

9. Radjo procedures between gliders (if eqr.zippe::t}é and the BESC towplane will be
123.5 mhz from take-off through release from twWo (This ensures that business
and safety-related calls are conducted without chance of interruption by the
Socially-oriented calls on 123,3 mhz). .

10. The takewoff area on the ramp will consist of a maximum of two side-by-side lines.
Adequate overshoot capability between these two lines and the parked power planes
must be provided at all times.
