Such was the case on Wedmesday, October 20, when one of the prettiest we've sean
deve loped over Mt. Rainler; Cap cloud, Roll cloud, and 4 sets of lenticulars -

A call to the Weather Buresau (MU 2-5318) confirmed our bad luck but offered som
hope for the fullowing day. So began an evening of organization,

My real interast in this particular wave stemned from the fact that It was one
of the few out of the SW, offering some slight assisit homaward for the Boeling
Club?s 1=26.

The boys in charge of the waather co=ocperated and Thursday dawned clear and warm, _

Part of the hostiiy csseabled task force of the previous eveming, Dowg MacDonald
and Harry Higgina, get caught with conflicting work achedules and had to beg
out, Aut nothing stops the dounftless duo of Barritt and Platt, ODoug and |
arrived at Enuver low Afrport abowt 11 A9 and set cbout assembling the 71-26,
instailing the oxysen s sstewn, frost paneis, a couple of barographs, survival
gaar, efc., and chocked out the tow ship,

There had been npo visisle (adication of wave acéivity all morning. There was
what appeared lo be scattered cirrus (or peossibly lenticulars) over the Olympic
MEs5., but other than the haze and valliey fog the air was clear, OIid Man Mountalin
stood giistening in all hia magnificence, i{nawvcently beckoning.

However, nowhera was a "it. Sainier gualified” tow pilot to be found, But aince
Dowg, Marion and Juwa's parents (visiting from Kansas) had been so kind to come
out and crew for ma, (t seemsd a shame to call {t quits for lack of a Rainier
experienced fow pilel. Doug Firally expressed an Interest in doing the tow him=
self, As long cs he dida't question my sarnity, | wouldn®t quesiion his., So out
cama the maps and we laid out a plan = namely to go im high, slow,and when seared,
to get the H___ out of there!

With the ahip ready, ail thaot reviined was to dress for high aliitude. The
temoarature on the ground was (n the 7078; we had assenbled the T=26 waaring
T-shiris. Auf now, the long underwear, the orange flight =uit, the Alr Force
winter fiying pants and hooded parka, the layers of sox, boots, gloves, halmet,
oxygen sask, goggles, and parachute went on, Looking (ike something from ouvter
space, we wheeled the 1-Z6 onilo the [ine, and | "shoe-horned"” myself into the
cockpit.

Meanwhila, Soarriit, who “fust happenad? to be wearing longies, and had his aki
parika and jlovea, wag trying to wedge himself into the fowplane with a parachuie
on. Howaver, thare wis negative clearance batween him and the stick, so the
parachute had te go. | chewrsd Doug on with words of wiadom == "guess you'll
Juat have to fly safe, Dougl!’ However, [Doug and | have been planning and pre-—
paring for wave atltempts /or months now, and we were both euger to get up there
and seae what {t was [{xe - foo late to turn back now!

We hooked iwo towlines togather to give us a litile more freedom in f Light,
Then, after the final camera clicks we took off - organized to the Nih Jdegree
and eguipped to the testh. Except that ] had forgotfton to buckle my seat baltl!
There wea ne dolng (i (n Lhe cir. The way | was dressed | couldn't avon scratch
my ecr. | popped eff ail 3007 and dJdove back to try [t again, '

The second take of f was at £:73 P.M, Ooug maintained a rigzag course to the
mountain to keep us within gliding distance of the field as we gained aliitude.

“—'We headed {n to the North face from 10,000¢ while 4=5 miles out and about 90" to
the wind. We had a goeod drift angle but it was Jdead smooth, Distance cut from
the mouniain was not too hard to judge with the rocks exposed. However, we
understond that later in the Winter, "white out"™ makes this judgemant much
harder. We worked in elose. At 17,000 and about 7-2000° ocut from the wall, the
air came alive, and how!/ Ye Gods, Doug lei's go homa! Too lats! Tha vario
registered 4 meter uvp, then down, then sideways! We skirted the Willls wall
until we hit some nice smooth sink near Little Tahome, then turned and went back
along the face. Smooth 3 meter lift. Things were looking up. After a coupla
more pasaes back and forih, we had 12,000 and moderate (ift, 50 | relecasd from
tow, [ turnad arocund facing the mountain and started up in smooth 2 meter Lift.
Doug didn'é want me to feel lonely so we both worked the wave for 15-20 minutas
together, exploring in and out, back and forth. At 15,5007, Doug decided he was
high enough without oxygen, and he headed for home with a wave of his wings,

The lift was smooth, the wind was very light and {t secmed easier te circle at
5-10" of bank than to tack across the wave, llke ridge scaring. The LiFft slowed
to 1 meter around 76,020!, The view was magnificient. Mi. Hood and Mt, Baker
seemed but a few miles away. Swunrise Point and the parking lot at Yakima Park
ware easily recognized below, | could see the Rainier School buildings at
Buckley. At 12,000% lift was down #o about 1 fool! per second,

I scratched my way up to 78,400' before deciding that the [{ft was not going to
improve, and headed back to Enumclaw. Within 20 minutes | was back on the
ground, Dowg and his family formed the welcoming committee, and for several

. Minutes wa shared tales of hairy excitement, and were proud of our first vtnfurﬁ
even though it didn't reap any diamonds.

In summary, wa were happy thai the wave was weak, since this was our first wava
exparience. We feel we learned a great deal. The Rainier Wave is to Le treated
with high respect,and caution, and approached with as much knowledge of the wave
geometry and the regquired preparations as you can possibly learn beforshand. So
make darn sure that your equipment is ready - and that you are ready. Then go!

LOORING BACK FD 1936

{rd. Marvin Michael ia a mew member of the Boeing Employees Soaring Club. He
received his degree in asronautical engineering at the University of Michigan in
1936 and bagan his career fn aviation atl the 5tgarman Aircraft Co. ait Wichita,
More recently he has been a test pilot for Boeing in Seaille,

Following hizs graduation from the U, of M. he represented thoir Glider Club ati
two inter-collegiate national flying meets, The following ccecount was writien
at that time Ffor his home paper, the Chransscope

On Juna 14thyl took off from the shore of Lake Michigan in a Franklin Secondary
and soaraed for 39 minutes over "Sleeping Bear Ridga™, which rises steeply for
700 Ffeet above tha l[ake. The wind: from $he lake blew against the ridge and wers
deflectad uvpward, and in this rizing air current | flew back and forth above and
in froat of the ridge,

After about five minutes in the air, the rain started peouring down, but 6 not io
be defeated by rain, | flew a trifle more slowly to keep ithe rain from stinging
my face and hung an through fifteen minutes of downpour. After a bhalf hour |
began teo think of coeming down, Ffor | was to land and let threse other fellows
earn their "C'g",

I londed on the narrow beach where one wing tip nearly brushed the side of the
bluff, and the other projccied out over Loke Michigan, thereby earning my "C"
ticenze from tha Federation Aeroncufigque [Internationale. | had another flight
of 40 minutes before we pocked our glider on the trailtler and headad for Ann
Arbar to entor the Sscond Intarcollegiate Fiying Cludb Meel,

Af this meeié, om June T789ih, | represenied the University of Michigan Glider club
in spot landing, winning third place by stopping my ship 16 feat from the mark,
The use »f brakes was not allowed.

"ALl 56t?%, | nodded my head, and a few seconds later was shot off the top of
East HILL, Elmira, New York, for my first scaring flight in the Seventh National
Soaring Contesf. | waz [{ferally "shot”, too, for five Ffellowa held the tail of
the glider while an automebile streiched the rubber shock cord which was attached
to the nose of the glider. Vhen the cord had ihe proper amount of stretch, the
tow car driver dropped his red flag, | shouted, MLet go!'™ and tho fellows
ralecngd thelr hold on the tail of the ship.

| was catapultled at terrific spesed over the car and above the valley, whars |
gsograd back and forih, dodging eight other gliders, while watching them in an
effort to delermine where the upwerd air currents were the sirongest. VWhenever
| saw a glider rise rapidiy, | haoded in his direction im an effort to get soms
of his "Lift,"” It might at firat seem probable that thore would ba some midair
coliisions with 30 many gliders hugging the ridge, but visibility from gliders
is excellent - betier than from alrplanes - and we vary seldom had to alter our
course Lecause we could vsually readily see that we wowld pass the other glider
either above or bolow i€, and possibly considerably fo one side. After 45 min-
vtes | landed in a clovar fileld in the valley balow,

That waa on Friday, June 26. The following Monday | took off feom Harris Hill,
goaring headquarters, and climbed up fto 2030 feaf cbove the ridge. This was the
most enfoyable f4ight of all., From this altitude ! could Sse a great distance.
{ tried several fimes to "calch cate™ a clouwd, and fly cross country with it for
ten or fifteen miles, buti was wnable to get high enough, After an hour and nine
minutes, | landed back on Harria Hill, having earned fifty-three points, which
brought me 775,00 prize monay.
